Kaplan International Vancouver Transfers
Students should fly to Vancouver International Airport. If 
you have paid for the transfer service, a greeter holding a 
yellow Language Limousine company sign will meet you 
outside the customs area and drive you to your homestay or 
residence. If you have any flight changes, miss a connecting 
flight, or need help meeting the Transfer Service, you should 
call the transfer service number  (604) 988-7639   or   Text/
WhatsApp (778) 773-5466 for help, and be prepared to 
tell them your name, school name (Kaplan International 
Vancouver) and location. Students should only accept a 
transfer from a greeter with a yellow Language Limousine 
company sign.

Independent Transfers
The Aeroshuttle is a bus that costs approximately $15.00 
to get downtown. Taxi service costs approximately $30 - 60 
(add 10- 15% tip) to get to your homestay or downtown. The 
drive averages about 45 minutes depending on where you 
live. Canada Line skytrain is $5.00, and will get you straight 
into downtown in less than 25 minutes.
