Transfers
Students should fly to the Los Angeles International Airport 
(LAX), located about 45 minutes from the Whittier campus.  

If the student has paid for the Transfer Service, a Greeter 
holding a Kaplan sign will meet them outside the Customs 
Hall exit (international flights) or at the Baggage Claim area 
(domestic flights).
